Revised Curriculum 

Kindergarten
By the end of the Kindergarten year, the learner will:

1. develop a feeling for the steady beat

2. be able to identify and demonstrate understanding of fast and slow

3. be able to identify and demonstrate understanding of loud and soft

4. be able to identify and demonstrate understanding of high and low

5. be able to identify and demonstrate understanding of short and long

6. be able to identify and demonstrate understanding of same and different

7. be able to identify and demonstrate understanding of smooth and jerky

8. be able to sing S-M bitonic

9. be able to identify and demonstrate a chord bordun

First Grade
By the end of the First Grade year, the learner will:

1. review all Kindergarten concepts

2. identify and demonstrate the rhythm of the words

3. identify and demonstrate the difference between heartbeat and rhythm

4. identify and demonstrate an understanding of the rhythm ta (quarter note)

5. identify and demonstrate an understanding of the rhythm ti-ti (eighth note)

6. identify and demonstrate an understanding of the rhythm rest

7. identify and demonstrate an understanding that ta, ti-ti and rest continue as long as one heartbeat

8. identify and demonstrate an understanding of two beat meter, measure, bar line, double bar line and repeat sign

9. be able to sing S-M-L tritonic

10. be able to sing M-R-D folkloric

Second Grade
By the end of the Second Grade year, the learner will:

1. review all first grade concepts
2. identify and demonstrate ta-a (half note) as a two beat rhythm where the beat equals the quarter note

3. identify and demonstrate four beat meter when the beat equals the quarter note

4. identify and demonstrate the half rest (rest-two) in singing and speaking when the beat equals the quarter note

5. be able to sing SMLD Tetratonic

6. be able to sing DRMSL Pentatonic

7. be able to identify and demonstrate a broken bordun

8. be able to identify and demonstrate a level bordun

Third Grade
By the end of the third grade year, the learner will:

1. review all second grade concepts

2. identify and demonstrate ta-a-a-a (whole note) in singing and speaking when the beat equals the quarter note

3. identify and demonstrate ta-a-a (dotted half note) in singing and speaking where the beat equals the quarter note
4. identify and demonstrate the whole rest in singing and speaking when the beat equals the quarter note

5. be able to sing DRMFSL Hexatonic

6. be able to sing and identify a diatonic scale

7. be able to sing and identify rounds and canons

8. be able to sing and identify melodic ostinati

9. be able to identify and demonstrate a crossover bordun

Fourth Grade
By the end of the fourth grade year, the learner will:

1. review all third grade concepts

2. identify and demonstrate tiri-tiri in singing and speaking where the beat equals the quarter note

3. identify and demonstrate ti-tiri in singing and speaking where the beat equals the quarter note

4. identify and demonstrate tiri-ti in singing and speaking where the beat equals the quarter note

5. identify and demonstrate low la, high do in singing and from an instrument being played
6. identify and demonstrate single ti where ti-ti equals two separate ti’s in singing and speaking

7. be able to sing partner songs

8. be able to sing two part harmony

9. be able to play with alternating mallets

10. be able to identify and demonstrate understanding of I-IV, I-IV-V patterns

Fifth Grade
By the end of the fifth grade year, the learner will:

1. review all fourth grade concepts

2. identify and demonstrate ti-tam (single eighth note and dotted quarter note) in singing and speaking when the beat equals the quarter note

3. identify and demonstrate the dotted quarter note, three eighth notes; the dotted eighth followed by sixteenth and eighth notes; and the dotted quarter rest in speaking, sound and singing

4. be able to sing 2-3 part harmony

5. be able to play and improvise in blues form

Sixth Grade
By the end of the sixth grade year, the learner will:

1. review all fifth grade concepts

2. identify and demonstrate syncopated rhythms

3. identify and demonstrate six eight meter in singing and speaking when the eighth note equals one beat in a slow tempo or the dotted quarter note equals the beat in a fast tempo

4. identify and demonstrate the major scale when the tonal center is do in singing and from an instrument being played

5. be able to identify and demonstrate I-VII, I-III, I-VII and I-II progressions in singing and playing
